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Speak to all the congregation of the Children of Israel, and tell them, 
'You shall be holy; for I Hashem your God am holy.’
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Therefore you shall keep my commandments and do them. I am Hashem. You shall not profane my holy 
name, but I will be sanctified in the midst of Bnei Yisrael. I am Hashem who makes you holy, who brought 
you out of the land of Egypt, to be your God. I am Hashem.

When the people let loose in Israel, when the people offered themselves willingly, be blessed, Hashem!
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Public prayers, Birkat Kohanim, Torah and Haftarah reading..all require the presence of no less than 10. 
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The source: I will be sanctified in the midst of Bnei Yisrael: Any matter of sanctification 
may not take place with fewer than 10 present. 
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Our teachers in the west (Israel) recite these things with seven, basing it on Ju. 5:2, which 
has a praise for God made up of 7 words. Some allow for 6, since the sixth word is Barkhu.
